Internet Policy

Rationale 

Internet access is available to staff and students of Northern Health School for educational purposes. 
Note
For the purposes of this policy “staff” includes Board of Trustees members, any tutors in Community Education and all non-teaching staff of NHS.
Purpose

To provide internet access so all staff and students can:

· Become effective and safe users of the internet

· Extend their awareness and knowledge of the internet

· Become motivated, responsible, independent users of the internet

Effectively and safely access internet based teaching and learning resources
Guidelines

a) Internet facilities at Northern Health School are provided for educational purposes.  For staff and Board members, this includes use for professional development as well as reasonable personal use within the guidelines of the Code of Ethics.

The Board will appoint an Internet Safety Officer(s).  The role of the Internet Safety Officer(s) will be:

· To distribute and monitor internet agreements

· To assist with any investigation of internet misuse

· To continue to develop and refine internet safety and use policies, procedures and safeguards.

b) Staff use of the internet:

Training for staff and Board members who wish to use internet facilities will be provided as part of professional development and is seen as essential for the safety and protection of staff, students and equipment.

· All staff and Board members must sign a copy of the Staff Internet Use Agreement before using school resources.  This indicates that they are aware of school policy and procedures.  This agreement will be held on personal files.

· Each staff member will be allocated individual internet email accounts.
c) Student use of the internet
· All students must sign the School Computer and Internet Use Agreement before using the internet at school.  These documents will be kept in the student’s file held by the appropriate staff member

· Written parent/care-giver permission is included as a section in the school enrolment form and must be signed before students are able to use school resources to access email or the internet.

d) The Internet Safety Policy will be clearly displayed at each Northern Health School site.
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
